» Oil quality in oil seeds.
» Preserving quality in fruits & vegetables.
Biotic and Abiotic Resistance
« Crop varieties resistance to disease, drought, salinity, stresses under different

situation can improve crop production.
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Change in Maturity Duration :

« Shorter duration allow crop to grow multiple rounds in a year.

« Uniform maturity makes harvesting easy and reduce losses.
Wider Adaptability :
« Adaptability will help in stabilizing crop production under different
environmental conditions.
Desirable Agronomic Characteristics :

« Tallness and more branching in fodder crops less nutrients consumed by

cereals helps in higher production.

How do biotic and abiotic factors affect crop Production?

Biotic factors such as pests, insects and diseases reduce the crop production.

A pest causes damage to our crops by feeding weeds also reduce crop productivity
by competing with the main crop for nutrients and light.

Similarly, abiotic factors such as temperature, wind, rain etc.
affect the net crop production.
For example droughts and floods have a great impact on crops sometimes,

destroying the entire crop.
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
